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Hold a French fun day!
There are many ways your school can celebrate the International Day of French and
Happiness. Here are some fun ideas to get you started – or feel free to create your own! 

Hold a mini-French film festival at lunch time. (Need suggestions for
movies? Ask us). You could follow this with a la Louvre art competition
where students draw characters from the movies.

Open a ‘French cafe’ where students can purchase crepes whipped
up by your class, or other French treats, made or bought. Play some
French music for atmosphere!

Free dress day - Come to school in the national colours of Congo, or
any other French-speaking country.

Organise a scavenger hunt. Hide the 30 flags of French-speaking
countries in the grounds for students to find. You could provide clues (in
French?) and challenge the students to identify as many as possible.

Invite students to bring a gold
coin donation on the day to

help child victims of war in the
Congo, and some pocket

money for treats and games.
